THE MTA LAUNCHES ITS CALENDAR OF EVENTS 

The Malta Tourism Authority has launched its 2018 Calendar of Events for the Maltese Islands. 

Produced in its current format for the fourth consecutive year, the 88-page publication is a 

compilation of the main events taking place in Malta and Gozo for the coming year. 

This year’s edition gives special prominence to Valletta being the European Capital of Culture. 

The Valletta 2018 programme itself is exciting, consisting of events and projects that have been 

developed with various local and international communities.  

The 2018 Calendar of Events for the Maltese Islands lists events that may be of interest to both 

tourists and locals, including musical and folkloristic events, sports and re-enactments.  

Highlights include yearly events, such as the Valletta International Baroque Festival in January, 

the International Fireworks Festival in April, the Isle of MTV Malta Special in June, and Notte 

Bianca in October. The calendar also includes a handy index of traditional village feasts. Apart 

from yearly appointments, the calendar features  a number of firsts, amongst which one may find 

the first Malta HOG Mediterranean Run for motorcycle enthusiasts, that is to be held in June.  

Mr. Paul Bugeja, the MTA’s CEO, described how the printed version of the calendar of events 

serves as an attracive and practical showcase of what’s happening throughout the coming year.. 

He said that the number of events listed in successive editions of this popular publication 

increases year by year, which bears witness to the hard work put in by all entities concerned. 

This coordinated effort is contributing to the raising of Malta’s profile as a true ‘destination for 

all seasons’.
